From the Columbia Metropolitan Airport, follow the exits out to Highway 302, turn right, and
follow the directions below.

From | 26 (East or West) take Exit 113 and go towards South Congaree/Columbia Metropolitan
Airport on Highway 302. Go approximately 4 miles, and turn left onto Ramblin Rd. At 0.1 miles,
turn right on Oak St. The site is on the left.

TO THE CROSSROADS ANIMAL HOSPITAL FROM THE SHOW SITE:

The Club reserves the right to substitute a trophy
of equal or greater value.

Owners are strongly advised to have all vaccinations current on their dogs. Many states require a
proof of rabies certificate. Please bring with you all proof of vaccinations. Exhibitors should follow
their veterinarian’s recommendation to assure their dogs are free of internal and external
parasites, any communicable diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations.

Exercise pens may be set up only in posted areas. There is plenty of green space available for
properly exercising your dogs. The site will be available after 3 p.m. Thursday, September 22,
